THE QE2 MILE
The QE2 Mile links the City’s parks, cultural 
quarter, shopping high street, old town and 
waterfront. Historical features include the 
Cenotaph, Titanic Memorial and Holy Rood 
Church, with the Bargate in the centre of the 
route.

OLD WALLS/OLD TOWN

that served the Old Town, Holyrood was 
destroyed in the Blitz but now stands as a 
memorial to the merchant seamen who died 
in the Second World War as well as a memorial 
to the crew of the Titanic.
